Reading 1

Genesis 1:14-19

Psalm 89 Light and Darkness: an Evening Meditation

O Lord, you have been our refuge

from one generation to the next.

before the mountains were born, or the earth or the world brought forth,
you are God, without beginning or end.

to your eyes a thousand years are like yesterday come and gone,
no more than a watch in the night.

our secrets in the light of your face.

Reading 2

Ephesians 5:8

You were darkness once, but now you are light in the Lord. Behave as children of the light,
for the effects of the light are seen in complete goodness, and uprightness, and truth. Try to
discover what the Lord wants of you; take no part in the futile works of darkness but, on the
contrary, show them up for what they are. The things that are done in secret are shameful
even to speak of. But anything shown up by the light will be illuminated; and anything
illuminated turns into a light. That is why it is said: Awake, sleeper: rise from the dead: and
Christ will shine on you.

and the busy world is hushed,
and the fever of life is over,
and our work is done.
Then in his mercy may he give us

a safe lodging,
and a holy rest,

and peace at the last.
